MOUNTING INSTRUCTIONS

The mounting procedure outlined below covers 2012 & Newer Yamaha Grizzly/Kodiak 550 &
700 models. You will need to refer to the illustrations and familiarize yourself with each of the
undercarriage components and their relative position to each other. Then proceed as follows:

1. Remove four bolts from vehicle front plastic cover.

2. Remove five remaining bolts from vehicle middle plastic cover.

3. Zip-tie rear plastic cover to frame to secure in place.

4, Attach Front Assembly (1) to vehicle bumper tube using two 3/8”-16 X 1”IDX2-1/4" U-Bolts

(C), four 3/8” Flat Washers (E) and four 3/8”-16 Nylon Lock Nuts (D). Install one 3/8"-16 X 1-
1/4”1D X 2-1/4” U-Bolt (A), two 3/8” Flat Washers (E) and two 3/8”-16 Nylon Lock Nuts (D)
around horizontal frame tube. Using four 3/8”-16 X 1-1/4”ID X 2-1/4” U-Bolts (A), four 3/8”
Flat Washers (E) and eight 3/8”-16 Nylon Lock Nuts (D) attach rear to frame tubes. Tighten
fasteners to recommended torque found in Figure 2.

5. Align Front Brackets (2) and loosely attach to Front Assembly (1) using four 3/8”-16 X 1-1/4”
Hex Head Bolts (B) and eight 3/8”-16 Nylon Lock Nuts (D). Fasteners should be finger tight.
See Figure 1 for attachment configuration.

6. Using two 3/87-16 X 1”IDX2-1/4” U-Bolts (C), four 3/8” Flat Washers (E) and four 3/8”-16
Nylon Lock Nuts (D) attach Front Brackets to vertical frame tube below winch mount location.
Fasteners should be finger tight. See Figure 1 for attachment configuration.

7. Tighten remaining fasteners to torque found in Figure 2.
